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International Teachers Courses

English Language and Professional Development for Teachers – 
Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)
Course Aims
The aims of the course are to:
· provide an opportunity for participants to reflect on and share their teaching  experience

· raise participants’ awareness of approaches and methodologies in content and language integrated teaching

· provide participants with an opportunity to discuss and evaluate developments in content and language integrated learning and teaching relevant to their own teaching situation

· develop participants' awareness of contemporary English 

· develop participants' confidence and ability to use English for both professional and personal purposes
Course Content
The course will focus on language development and classroom practice. The precise content of the course will reflect the participants' expressed needs and wishes. 

Language development (mornings: 15 hours a week)
As English will be the main language of communication, all elements of the course will contribute to language development. However, as a specific focus, this component of the course will include areas such as:
· colloquial/everyday and social English

· idiomatic and metaphorical use of language

· grammar review and development as appropriate

· vocabulary development, including collocation and appropriacy, linked to cultural and educational topics and current affairs

· awareness of style and register

· pronunciation, with particular emphasis on features of connected speech (intonation, stress and rhythm)
· fluency practice

· reading/listening to authentic materials

In addition, course participants will have daily access to the multimedia Learning Centre for self-access study and research outside class hours.

Classroom practice (afternoons: 8 hours a week): Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)                                                                                                                                                                 
This option is aimed at secondary school teachers who teach or intend to teach subjects (other than English) such as History, Geography or Art through the medium of English.

This component of the course will consider aspects of CLIL, such as:
	Learner/teacher roles and interaction patterns in the CLIL classroom

	Approaches to integrating language and content in the curriculum

	Classroom language for teachers and learners (language for managing the class; language for learning)

	Supporting students’ learning on CLIL courses

	Approaches and activities for developing communicative competence 

	Strategies for working with reading texts and listening/video materials

	Review and assessment 

	CLIL networks for teachers

	Micro-teaching in participants’ own subject area

(Participants will receive supportive comment and feedback from the tutor)


Course Methodology & Outcomes
Participants will experience a range of approaches and modes of delivery on the course and they will be encouraged to reflect on these and to consider:

- their suitability

- ways of adapting them to their own teaching situation.

Participants will also be encouraged to share their experience and teaching ideas with each other.

By the end of the course, participants will have had the opportunity to:

· develop their awareness of
· issues in CLIL

· approaches to integrating language and content

· learner-teacher roles in the CLIL classroom

· ways of supporting students in the learning process

· develop their confidence and ability to

· adapt materials and activities to their own context for the purposes of teaching, reviewing and testing

The course will also give participants the opportunity to contact other teachers working in the field of CLIL to participate in an exchange of ideas, experience and materials.

Timetable

Classes are held between the hours of 0900 and 1600. In addition, participants are able to pursue study and research in the supervised multimedia learning centre on a daily basis between 1600 and 1700 or 1730 and on three evenings between 1900 and 2100.

Extra-Curricular Programme
There will also be a full programme of social and cultural activities, including evening activities and optional excursions to places of interest, such as Canterbury, London and/or Cambridge.

Preparation and End-Of-Course Follow-Up
· Course participants are sent a pre-course questionnaire to complete and return prior to the course.
· Throughout the course, participants will focus on tasks which can be followed through in their own classes. Course participants are invited to contact course tutors after the course by email.

· In the term following the course, all participants are invited to complete a post-course task to reflect on how relevant and appropriate the ideas and practice developed on the course have proved to be to their own teaching situation, and in what ways their teaching has developed.

· Participants are also encouraged to continue to share ideas and experience with other  teachers through a course participant network and via the Hilderstone College website (www.hilderstone.ac.uk)     

· In addition, participants are given information on the course about ELT and CLIL journals, national and international networks and conferences concerned with CLIL.
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
