“BILINGUALLY” IN ENGLISH AT SECONDARY LEVEL 2010

These courses are designed for secondary school teachers who teach or are going to teach Geography, History, Science or Maths “bilingually” in English.  Applications are also welcome from teachers who teach or plan to teach other subjects ‘bilingually’ in English or who have a general interest in C.L.I.L. (Content and Language Integrated Learning).

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

These courses aim to provide teachers with the opportunity:

· To consider C.L.I.L. methodology and to acquire expertise and fresh ideas for teaching their subject in English,

· To acquire ready made teaching materials and to evaluate, adapt and create materials for the English-medium history/geography/science classroom. 

· To refresh/improve their knowledge of the language required to teach their subject in English, through attending lectures, workshops and visits relating to their subject, and observing lessons in their subject at local secondary schools,

COURSE CONTENT:

1. A lecture on Secondary Education in England:  Recent Developments and Current Issues; the National Curriculum; examinations etc.

2.
Day visits to 2 secondary schools with the opportunity to observe lessons in Geography, History, a Science, Maths or other subjects requested by individuals.  (Not on 18-30 July courses and one week courses).

Workshops on Content and Language Integrated Learning (C.L.I.L.) Methodology: with Dr Diana Hicks (author of ‘Cambridge English for Schools’ and expert on Content and Language Integrated Learning) and Graham Workman.  The workshops include:

brainstorming of concerns, issues and questions

principles of C.L.I.L./ ‘bilingual’  methodology

roles of language and curriculum content in C.L.I.L./ ‘bilingual’  pedagogy : balance and emphasis

Some sessions will include trainer presentation of concepts and materials which lead to a discussion and response.  Other sessions will encourage participants to critically evaluate currently available materials (in pairs and groups) and produce materials and topic frameworks.  Participants will be asked to do the tasks designed for students – a debate, a role play, a simulation, a range of reading tasks, including jigsaw reading and writing tasks, including process writing.


Some sessions will be in subject groups (e.g. history/geography/biology) focusing on C.L.I.L. methodology relating to that subject:

An in-depth analysis and use of purpose written bilingual materials.


Examples and suggestions for


- strategies to present and learn specialist vocabulary


- recognising key collocations in each area


- discourse analysis


- frequently used but ‘tricky’ grammar


Guidance and practice in ways to modify monolingual materials for appropriate bilingual use.

Group sessions according to subject:

Maths:


Lecture on the National Curriculum in Maths and the teaching of Maths in British secondary schools (including teaching materials) with 


a Maths Teacher.


Workshop with a Maths teacher : English for Secondary Maths classes focusing on the language needed to teach Maths.


Science:


Lecture on the National Curriculum in Science and the teaching of Biology/Physics/Chemistry in British secondary schools 

(including Teaching Materials)  with a teacher of Science


Workshop with a Science Teacher: English for secondary science classes focusing on the language needed to teach science.


Group discussions comparing the teaching of History or Geography or Science or Maths in the different European countries represented– curriculum, materials, methods, standards, assessment, national education policies etc.
Geography & Science Field Studies and Historical visits

From Colchester:

· Geography & Biology Groups: Field Studies at a riverside centre for Environmental Education.
· History Group: Educational visit to Colchester Castle - introduction to Roman Colchester.

· Visit to London with a visit to the Houses of Parliament and an opportunity to visit subject-related Museums (eg. The Science Museum or Natural History Museum or The Imperial War Museum or Docklands and The Old Royal Observatory, Greenwich).

Full programme of study sessions and visits as itemized above.
NB. Participants are responsible for paying their own daily transport costs, except for visits to secondary schools in cases where the school is outside the town and immediate area.

Optional excursions are not included in the price.

Host Family Accommodation Fee to include:


Full board accommodation with a local family (inclusive of registration fee): 7 or 12 nights (Teachers may request to be the only guest of their mother tongue or to stay in the same family as a colleague).


Please note that suitable residential areas are not mainly within walking distance of the town centre. Local transport from host families to the town centre is at the participants’ own expense and is likely to cost a total of about 40 Euro.


Additional nights with host families can be arranged, giving participants extra time for individual research and visits. Accommodation can also be provided for other family members (but not unaccompanied children) subject to availability (Rates on request).
